NO FOOD, NO POP CANS inside gym facility.  NO LITTERING AND NO LOITTERING.  NO VOLLEYING along side lines during a scheduled game.  

I understand that the PVL’s Committee Member(s) have the right to forfeit game(s) if I do not provide enough or the right players on the roster; if I do not provide enough official referees; if I do not complete Scoresheets, or do not abide by the rules & regulations.

I understand that the Official game balls are NOT to be used during warm-up, only during scheduled games.  Scheduled referees are responsible for the official game balls; if lost, the scheduled referee(s) is responsible to pay $60.00 per lost official game ball.  Scheduled referees are responsible to bring own whistles; failure to do so, whistles can be purchased for $5.00 each from a Committee Member.  

As Team Captain and/or Representative(s), I understand and will be responsible for any actions that my team may cause for any reason.
